Details and Rescues 
 

Kenton County: 
1. Villa Hills, boat adrift 2 people aboard no power, towed to Ludlow Marina. 
2. Riverfest summary, 3 boats 16 team members and 3 Covington Fire Fighters. Two 

shifts 1st shift from 10am to 6pm, 2nd 6pm to 4am. 
a. Responded to a women's cry for help.  In the main channel out from the mouth of 

the Licking River, a man fell overboard from a vessel underway.  Another vessel, 
about a 65' yacht, was heading for the man and did not see him.  We placed boat 
220 in his path to force him aside as we approached the victim in the water.  We 
tossed a floatation device to the victim who was able to hold on to it.  He was then 
brought aboard 220 and evaluated for injuries.  Being no injuries, he was returned 
to his vessel. 

b. 2 boats sinking both boats and passengers secured, one boat had to be pumped out. 
c. 2 suspicious boats investigated a report around the Ky. pier of the suspension 

Bridge.  People on the vessels were intoxicated and belligerent.  Turned them over to 
Hamilton County Sheriff. 

d. 2 request to remove large debris from the area. 
e. 3 boats with dead batteries got each boat restarted.  
f. 2 boats adrift out of fuel, secured the boats. 
g. 1 boat insufficient navigational lights, issued Kim lights. 
h. 1 boat with open flame, requested to extinguish their grill. 
i. Requested to located DUI boaters in Bromley, Ludlow area turned them over to 

ODNR and Coast Guard. 
j. 4 general boater assist. 
k. Transported Coast Guard personnel to Command center. 
 

Boone County: 
 

1. Report of a body in the water in the Petersburg area, searched from Petersburg to 
Belleview nothing was found. 

2. Boat adrift out of fuel, 2 adults 1 child, around the Stringtown area, secured the 
boat.
